Opera e migracdo italiana e germanica; dpera e identidade; dpera, sociedade e politica; companhias
de dpera, empresarios e cantores; dpera como género dramatico-musical e espetaculo; dperae
performance; dpera e cenografia; dpera e ritual; dpera, patrimdénio e acervos; estudos
interdisciplinares de épera: artes visuais, teatro, literatura, filosofia, histdria, sociologia e
antropologia cultural.

A organizagdo do Simpdsio em diversas modalidades pretende intensificar aintegragao
entre o ensino e a pesquisa em nivel de graduagado e pds-graduagao. O livro e os anais com a
versdo integral dos trabalhos, publicados em formato impresso e digital, serdo disponibilizados
gratuitamente no site da EM-UFRJ.

Aexposicdo visa valorizar seu acervo Unico da Biblioteca Alberto Nepomuceno da Escola
de Mdsica da UFRJ, cujos manuscritos musicais, edicdes de época, periédicos musicais, cartas,

o tema proposto e tém sido por isso objeto de estudo da musicologia brasileira e internacional.

A Comissdo Organizadora e a Comissdo Cientifica tém plena convic¢do de que o IV
Simpdsio Internacional de Musicologia da UFRJ contribuira para o avanco do conhecimento
cientifico da area, para a sistematizacdo e aprofundamento do assunto escolhido para essa
edicdo e, ainda, propiciard didlogo frutifero entre a comunidade de pesquisadores brasileiros e
do exterior de reconhecido mérito, inserindo a contribuicdo brasileira na musicologia
internacional.

history, sociology and cultural anthropology.

The organization of the Symposium on various types of activities intends to enhance
the integration between teaching and research at graduate and post-graduate level. The
book and the proceedings with the full version of the keynotes and papers will be published
in printed and digital version, and will be freely available at UFRJ School of Music website.

The exhibition aims to enhance the unique collection held by the Alberto
Nepomuceno Library of the School of Music of UFRJ, whose musical manuscripts, editions,
journals, letters, musical instruments and iconography, pertaining to Brazilian and European
composers, articulate with this Symposium’s theme and have been object of study of Brazilian
and international musicology.

The General Committee and Program Committees are confident about the role of
the Fourth UFRJ International Symposium of Musicology to the advancement of scientific
knowledge in the area, for systematizing and furthering reflection on the subject chosen for
this edition, for providing a fruitful dialogue between the community of Brazilian and foreign
researchers of recognized merit, which will ultimately provide a better visibility to the
Brazilian contribution within the international community of scholars.
